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Abstract

Your abstract should contain roughly 250 words. Like the normal body text of the article, the text should be 11-point Arial, single column, with 1.5 line spacing.
Keywords 

Include up to 5 keywords with your paper, separated by commas, in 11-point Arial italic.

1. Introduction

You are invited to submit a paper for publication in the ERSCP-EMSU 2010 proceedings. No distinction is made between papers that will be presented orally and those in a poster session. Your paper should be A4-sized, with margins 2.54 cm on all sides, like this example. All text in this example has the correct formatting style. Therefore, you can simply type or copy-paste your text into this document (This is most convenient by using Edit > Paste special > unformatted text). The body text should be 11-point Arial, single column, with 1.5 line spacing. The text should be justified.  

Authors should be named by first name and surname (e.g. John Doe). In case of multiple affiliations, a superscript number can be added. In case of a single author, or a single affiliation for all authors, no superscript number is required. The affiliation information for the correspondence author (not necessarily the first author) should be added below author(s), and contain at least 1.) institution, (optionally including department, school or research group) 2.) postal address, 3.) email address, 4.) phone number. For other authors institution with city and country is sufficient. 
There is a 10.000 word limit to the papers, this is for the full document, including title, authors and references. There is no limit on the number of pages. The paper should be submitted in PDF format. File size of the finished document should not exceed 10Mb. File name should consist of your abstract’s “internet id_surname of first author”, e.g: “101_Doe.pdf”. Please note that this document is formatted as an ERSCP-EMSU 2010 paper – all papers must fully comply with the formatting guidelines in this document. 
For abstracts accepted for oral presentation as well as poster presentation a paper can be submitted. Papers handed in before the deadline of September 1st will be published in the digital proceedings that will be provided to all attendees of the conference. Furthermore, authors have the option to indicate whether they would also like their paper to be published online, with worldwide free access, and likely indexing in Google Scholar. Full paper submissions are subject to a final review regarding adherence to these guidelines. Changing the settings of the formatting styles of this paper is not allowed.  
2 Formatting instructions

This paragraph will give information on different aspects of the lay-out of the paper.
2.1 Styles
In this template a number of styles have been proved for formatting. These are:

· ERSCP-EMSU Paper Title (Arial 16, bold, capitals, centered)
· ERSCP-EMSU Paper Subtitle (Arial 16, regular, title case, centered)
· ERSCP-EMSU body text (Arial 11, regular, justified)
· ERSCP-EMSU Keywords (Arial 11, italic)

· ERSCP-EMSU Headings (Arial 11, bold)
· ERSCP-EMSU Figure captions (Arial 10, regular, centered)
· ERSCP-EMSU Table captions (Arial 10, regular, centered)
· ERSCP-EMSU References (Arial 10, regular, justified)
2.2 Headings

All sections should be numbered, except the abstract, keywords, acknowledgements and references. Within the document a multi-layer paragraph structure may be applied. All have the same formatting. Try to keep within three levels, 2.2.1 is ok, while 2.2.2.1 is too much.

2.3 Figures

[image: image1.emf]Figures should be of sufficient graphical quality and clarity. As the papers are published digitally, use of color is allowed. Figures can span the entire width of the paper as long as they respect the 2.54 cm margins. If figures are smaller, set ‘text wrapping’ to ‘top and bottom’, and center them on the page. Figures should be numbered and referred to in the text, like done here for Figure 1. Captions should be below the figure, centered, in 10 point Arial.

2.4 Tables
Tables can span the entire width of the paper as long as they respect the 2.54 cm margins. If tables are smaller, center them on the page. Tables should be numbered and referred to in the text, like done here for Table 1. Table captions should use “ERSCP-EMSU Table captions” style. Table captions should be placed above the table, and be centered. Text in tables should be Arial 10, regular (style “ERSCP-EMSU table text”).

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2.5 Equations

Equations should be in Arial 11, italic. All equations should be numbered (1), (2), etc. Equation numbers should not be italic and on the right of the paper:

E = m·c2

2.6 Units

Papers should use SI units.

2.7 References
Referencing should be done Harvard style. This means that in the text, references should be indicated like this (Author, year). “According to Author (year)” is also appropriate. Include page number(s) for any voluminous reference, such as books, chapters and reports. For the most common types of references, examples have been included in the list of references at the end of this template. The list of references should be formatted in the style “ERSCP-EMSU references”. This list should be unnumbered and in alphabetical order. 

Personal communication (e.g. interview, email, telephone call) should only be referenced in the text (T. Expert, personal communication, date, year) and not be included in the list of references. The same goes for legislation, religious scripture and classical texts. 
2.8 Widows and orphans

Check your final document to ensure that headings and body text are not split over a page break. The same goes for figures and tables and their captions. Also try to ensure that tables are completely on one page. In case of very long tables, that have to be split, please indicate clearly that the second part is a continuation of the first. Place captions above each part. All this may result in parts of pages remaining white. 
3 Submission details

Your paper should be submitted in PDF format. File name should consist of your abstract’s “internet id_surname of first author”, e.g: “101_Doe.pdf”. Please check your PDF file before submission for compliance with these guidelines. Total file size should not exceed 10 Mb. Send in your paper together with the filled in and signed copy right form. Email your files to papers@ERSCP-EMSU2010.org. You should receive a confirmation of successful submission. You should also submit a signed copyright form to the same email address. The Deadline for submission of full papers is September 1st. In order to ensure inclusion of your paper in the final proceedings, you should be registered for the conference by September 1st as well.  
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
